MEDICATION

PHONE CALLS

Due to the volume of normal camp business, we
ask that you not call your camper except in case
of emergency. Every camper is assigned to a
counselor who will know them on a first name
basis by the first night. If any problem arises
that is hurting the health or spiritual well-being
of your camper, you will be notified. Visitation
during camp is NOT encouraged.

LOST AND FOUND

Parents, please mark all belongings,
including clothing, with your camper’s
name.

Campers must pay
the cost of postage to have any left behind
items mailed home. Items may also be arranged
to be picked up at the camp office.

EARLY DEPARTURE

If your camper needs to be picked up during the
week, please bring written permission, signed by
the camper’s legal guardian(s), to check-in. The
permission should state the date, time, and name
of the driver authorized to pick up the camper
and what time they are expected to return (if
applicable). The driver and camper will need to
check out and back in at the camp office.

CANCELLATION
